MLA Formatting for Databases – Source Cards
Format

Author's last name, first name.  “Title of Article.”  Title of Larger Work Date of Publication:   

     Pages.  Database Name. Web.  Date of Access.

Title of Article is in Quotation Marks

Title of Large Work is in Italics

Date of Publication = Put the Day, Then Month, Then Year

Data Base Name Goes in Italics = Mel = Academic One File

“Web” Tells What Kind of Source it is.

Last Date is “Date of Access”  Which is the date you actually found this source.


Again, put day, then month, then year.

Do NOT include URL addresses in the MLA citation information!!!!!!
